FLOTTILLE 11F
FRANCE

The Flottille 11F was created in October 1921 and it is the oldest and most prestigious squadron in the French
Marine Nationale. In 1940, the Squadron patrticipated in the Battle of France from May to June flying Dewoitine D-
520. After the Armistice the Squadron flew down to North Africa and initially became stationed at Karouba, later
they moved to Casablanca and Port Lyaute. The French Fleet Air Arm was disbanded and all pilots from the
Flotille were transferred to the French Air Force flying the Bell P-39 Aircobra and the Republic P-47 Thunderbold.
When hostilities finished in 1945 the squadron revived and began to fly the Seafire. From 1950 to 1954 the 11th
Flottille carried out two campaigns in Indochina achieving 344 war missions and 950 flying hours in the F-6F
Hellcat.

In 1955 the Flotille fought in North Africa flying the Aquilon. In 1960 the Flottille was assigned to the French
Aircraft Carrier "Clemenceau". April 1st, 1963 was the day the Flottille received the brand new aircraft, built by
Marcel Dassault for carrier ops. the "Etendard IV M".

In 1967 the Flottille left Hyeres to be stationed at Landivisiau, this is today still the home base of Flottille 11F. In
1978, the "Etendard" was replaced by its more capable successor the "Super-Etendard". Which still is the
operational aircraft at this time... The 11th Flotille does not have a tiger in their crest, however the Clemenceau
carried the tiger crest when they where admitted to the NTA. When in 1997 the "Clemenceau" retired from service
the squadron was allowed to keep their tiger-status for they had shown true tiger spirit in past years. Currently the
11th Flotille uses the French Aircraft Carrier "Charles De Gaulle" for its off base operations, the carrier was the
home from which the squadron operated in the Kosovo crisis. The 11th Flottille is one of the squadron awaiting
the arrival of the Aeronavale's newest aircraft the Dassault "Rafale M".



3 DUSENTRAINERSTAFFEL
AUSTRIA

In 1961 the 1st Fighter-Bomber SQD equipped with the SAAB J-29 F aircraft "Fliegende Tonne" (=Flying Ton)
was established at WIEN/SCHWECHAT. In 1962 the SQD was relocated at LINZ/HORSCHING (VOGLER, AFB).
In the course of the 1963 reorganization the 1st Fighter-Bomber SQD was renamed 1st Fighter-Bomber Wing
comprising two squadrons. The 1st SQD was tasked with ground attack and air surveillance, the 2nd SQD with
reconnaissance and air surveillance. In 1966 a 3rd SQD was created, whose tasks included training and utility
sorties with VAMPIRE aircraft and as of 1969 also with CESSNA L-19. In 1968 the 2nd SQD was relocated at
GRAZ/THALERHOF (NITTNER, AFB ).In 1970 the replacement of the VAMPIRE and the J-29 F by the jet aircraft
SAAB J 105 OE got underway and was completed by 1972.

In 1976 the Austrian Air Division underwent new restructuring with the result that the 2nd SQD was assigned to
the Air Surveillance Wing and the 3rd SQD was renamed 2nd SQD being responsible for reconnaissance. Since
1985 the Fighter-Bomber Wing has also taken on the responsibility of basic jet training. Due to structural
adaptation efforts in 1995 the Fighter-Bomber Wing was turned into the 3rd SQD attached to Air Regiment 3 at
LINZ/HORSCHING (VOGLER, AB). Since then the 3rd SQD has carried out basic and advanced jet training as
well as air surveillance tasks.

31 SON
BELGIUM

31 Squadron was established on October 1 1951 at Beauvechain. The same year it moved to Chiévres to form
the 10 Wing

The squadron flew some 151 missions on the Spitfire XIV. The last flight on this aircraft took place on 7 July 1952.
From this time there were no more aircraft assigned to the Sqn, and the pilots were divided between No 23 & No
27 Squadron. On September 1 1953, 31 squadron was reformed, and was assigned for "Instrument Flight" on the
Lockheed T-33. By that time the first F-84G "Thunderjet" arrived, and taken to the air on October 29 1953. By the
end of 1955 the T-33 was taken out of service. In this period 31 squadron was relocated several times. Finally on
February 1 1955 they were Located at Kleine Brogel, where they still are today. In 1956 the "Thunderjet" was
replaced by the F-84F "Thunderstreak". On this aircraft the pilots flew a total of 37000 hours. On July 19 1961 31
squadron Tiger took for the first time part at a "TIGER-Meet" in Woodbridge (GB)

On March 9 1964 the pilots began their conversion to F-104G "Starfighter”, and this with great success. 31 Tiger
Pilot "Aerts Francois" flew The Last Starfighter (FX-99) to Storage at Koksijde on September 26 1983. By this
time the Belgian Air Force is fully operational on the F-16 "Fighting Falcon". One year later 31 Squadron won the
Silver Tiger Trophy. In September 1997 The Tigers From "Tree-One" exceeded 1000 hours in an F-16 over the
territory of Bosnia.

In 2002 the squadron grew in strength when a part of their life long foe's (23 Squadron 'Devils') Joined up with 31
Squadron after their squadron was disbanded. This also resulted in the arrival of the first Mid Life Updated F-16's.
The aircraft on which they are now fully operational.



211 ESON
CZECH REPUBLIC

The predecessor of the current 211th tactical squadron, the 41st Fighter Squadron was establisend on 1st jan.
1995 during a reorganisation process of the CZAF. The tactical sqn started its operation service from Caslav AFB
where at time the 28th fighter-bomber regiment was located. The squadron continues in traditions of the 1st
fighter Sgn of the 11th regimet, serving at Kbely airfield, at Cheb and Zatec since the 1951. The sqgn has been
equipped with various MiG and Aero jet fighters and trainers. On the 1st januari 1991 the sqn was invited as a
guest of honour for the 30th NATO Tiger Meet held that year at RAF Fairford in England. With that act the
tradition of Tiger Sgn entered the CZAF, two years later the sqn was officialy declared a honorary member of the
NATO Tiger Assosiation.
After it's Mig 29's ware withdrawn from service the 1st fighter sgn of the 1st fighter regiment from Ceske Budovice
was delegated a role of Tiger tradition. The sqn became a part of the oldest air regiment carrying the honourable
name “Zvolensky”. A core of the regiment was established from WWII veterans, especially members of former
312th Czechoslovak RAF fighter sqn with this sqadron also served the recent Honnorary Commanding Officer of
the unit, General Frantisek Chabera. On December 31st, 1994 the 1st fighter sqn was reorganised to the 41th
fighter sqn and was moved to Caslav AFB, togheter with Mig 23ML's and L.39 Albatrosses. During December of
1998 all Mig.23's were whitdrawn from service and so the sgn continued in service with Mig21MF. On december
1st, 2003 the designation of  the unit  was changed to 211th tactical sqn.
During july 2005 the last serving mig.21s were withdrawn from their eventfull career with the Czechoslovak,
respective Czech Air Forces. Their successor entered service with the 211th sqn and in air defence role of the
Czech Republic airspace. The new supersonic JAS.39C Gripens, which are also integrated into the NATINEADS
(NATO Integrated Extended Air Defence Systems).

231 SON
CZH REPUBLIC

The 231 LtBVr (231 Squadron) of the 23ZVrL (23 Wing) is currently based at the Military airfield of Prerov. The
Unit operates the MIL Mi-24V Hind, one of the latest versions of this more than capable combat / transport
Helicopter.

Established in 1995, when all Czech Hind squadrons where relocated to Prerov to form the 33rd Wing. 331
Squadron enherated the Traditions of the 1st Squadron / 51st Regiment. In 2001 the Prerov "Tigers" where
officially accepted as a full member of the NATO Tiger Association, and won the Silver Tiger Trophy (a trophy
rewarded to the best crew during the annual NATO Tiger Meet) in 2002.

Due to some money saving re-structuring in the Czech Air Force 33Wing was renumbered 23Wing and 331 Sgn
changed to 231 Sqn.



E.C. 01.012 CAMBRESIS
FRANCE

On January 28th 1918 at Corcieux a new Escadrille, SPA 162 'Tigres' was Formed. And This to increase the
French air Power in the 7th Army, Equipped with Nieuport the Escadrille pilots Claimed 5 Air combat victory's.
Four months later the Escadrille was re-equipped with SPAD aircraft until they where disbanded in 1919.
It is 1952 before the escadrille reforms to join SPA 89 'Guépes' and form the escadrille de Chasse 01.012
"Cambresis" operating the MD450 OURAGAN Jet.

In course of time the escadrille received Mystere IV, Super Mystere B2, Mirage F.1C (1977) and Since 1992 the
Mirage 2000B/C. EC 01.012 are together with 74 Squadron RAF and 79th TFS USAF the first members of the
Nato Tiger Association.

E.C. 05.330 COTE D’ARGENT
FRANCE

In 1957 the French Ministry of Defence called into life a new test center to test and evaluate new aircraft and
weapons systems for the French Air force, CEAM 00.330. (Centre d'Experimentations Aériennes Militaires
00.330). The New unit's first assigments where to test the first supersonic French aircraft, the Dassault Super
Mystére B2, and the first French Air-to-Air missile, the Nord 5103.

When in 1959 the Dassault Mirage Il entered service the unit was known as the "Mirage Squadron”. and this due
to the fact that the roll of the CEAM 00.330 was expended to become a training center for pilots and maintenance
personnel. In 1965 the Unit was aworded the Fighter squadron status and the current dessignation EC 05.330
was introduced.

During it's existence the squadron tested every new aircraft, fixed wing as well a rotary wing, that was to be added
to the French inventory.



TRW 51
GERMANY

The Aufklarungsgeschwader 51 (Reconnaissance wing) was founded at the Southern base Erding on 7 July
1959. The unit was equipped with 36 Republic RF-84F Thunderflash aircraft from WS50 and took all of these
aircraft with them when the first move, on 5 May 1960, was to be completed. Manching was the new home base
from this date. The unit was nicknamed "Immelmann” on 21 April 1961. at the end of 1963 AG51 faced the task of
transitioning from the Thunderflash to the RF-104G Starfighter. The unit operated the Starfighter until 1971. By
the time the type left the unit a total of 61.390 flying hours were completed on the F-104. From 20 January 1971
the unit was the first Luftwaffe unit to equip with the RF-4E. By mid-1972 this change was completed and the wing
was under NATO-command by that time again.

Operating this type the unit acheived some milestones during the years. On 19 April 1977 the unit was the first
within NATO to complete 50.000 flying hours without losses. This resembles 39 million flying kilometers. By mid-
1982 the unit had flown 100.000 hours on the RF-4E and reached 250.000 flying hours in total on 25 January
1984.

As with sister-unit AG52 the decision was taken to disbhand AG51 and dispose off the RF-4E. The unit was
disbanded mid-1993? and re-established on 1 January 1994 at Schleswig-Jagel. From Schleswig-Jagel the unit
was to operate the Panavia Tornado in the reconnaissance role. They took over the Tornados of MFG1 and
adopted the unit markings of AG52 (with a small change to the number the badge was reflecting).

321 SON
GERMANY

The 1st Squadron of Fighter Bomber Wing 32 (321 Squadron) was set to service in 1958 at Lechfeld Airbase and
assigned to NATO in 1959. The first aircraft to be flown on the Lechfeld base was the F-84 THUNDERSTREAK.
It's era ended 1966 after 80.000 flying hours.

From 1965 until 1984 the legendary F-104 STARFIGHTER flew 200.000 hours on the Lechfeld before the Fighter
Bomber Wing 32 started its conversion to the MRCA (Multi Role Combat Aircraft) PA-200 TORNADO in the IDS
(Interdictor Strike) version.

In 1991 a new version of the TORNADO was introduced to the Luftwaffe: the ECR (Electronic Combat and
Reconaissance). 321 Squadron was - together with 382 Squadron in Jever - the first operational unit to be
equipped with the new aircraft. In 1994 when finally all the systems, sub-systems and software updates were
fitted to the aircraft, the conversion was completed.

The ECR TORNADO is unique in the Luftwaffe. Meanwhile only Fighter Bomber Wing 32 in Lechfeld is equipped
with this type of aircraft (and only with the ECR TORNADO). Within NATO the aircraft and its mission is no longer
unique (as it was after the F-4G WILD WEASEL were decomissioned until 1999). Now the 50 Stormo at Piacenza
in Italy is also equipped with it. In 1995 ECR TORNADOSs were deployed to Piacenza in Italy, in support of the UN
missions for peace on the Balkans. Since then, they formed - together with the Recce Tornados from 51st Recce
wing (Immelmann) - the Luftwaffe's Operational Wing No. 1 at Piacenza airbase in Northern Italy.

After thousands of flying hours within the framework of UNPROFOR, IFOR and SFOR the Luftwaffe embarked
upon its first warlike operation since WW Il in March 1999. As part of operation ALLIED FORCE to prevent a
humanitarian catastrophe in Kosovo, german ECR TORNADOs were employed from the first night to protect
other NATO aircraft from surface to air missiles (SAMs). During all the nights and days while a flight of german
ECR TORNADOSs was present over Kosovo, not one single allied aircraft was hit by a serb SAM.



21 GRUPPO
ITALY

The "Tiger" of 21° Gruppo make their first appearen ce in History in the immediate post-war periode when 21°
Gruppo, a part of 51° Stormo receives the radio call sign tiger when it fly's it's Spitfires. but it will take several
decenia before the "Tiger" makes it to the squadron insignia, It takes until September 1st, 1964 the day that the
units starts its conversion to the F-104 Starfighter before they realy start showing Tiger-Spirit. The following year
21°Gruppo transferes to Cameri. The new start at C ameri makes 21°Gruppo, an independent Gruppo until April
1st, 1967 when it joins 53° Stormo. It is in this pe riod that 21° Gruppo shows It's Tigers to the fulle st, even when
The F-104G Starfigher is being replaced by the Panavia Tornado F.3 ADV. On march 1st, 1999 21° Gruppo
moves to Gioio del Colle to join 36°Stormo.The Stay at Gioia del Colle is a short one, when only two years later
on March 1st, 2001 21°Gruppo is Dishanded.

In 2006, on March 23rd to be precise, 21° Gruppo is re-activated at Grazzanise. No longer flying Jets in the air
defense roll, but AB212ICO helicopters in various rols such as MEDEVAC and CASEVAC. Only one month after
the re-activation ceremony was held, 21° Gruppo was forward deployed to Afganistan in support of Italian ISAF
troops.

15T SON NATO TIGERS

Inte early 1970'’s, studies directed by NATO'’s major military commanders showed that an airborne early warning
(AEW) radar system would significantly enhance the alliances air defense capability. In December 1978, the
Defense Planning Committee signed a memorandum of understanding to buy and operate a NATO-owned AEW
system. By this decision, the member nations embarked on NATO’s largest commonly funded acquisition
program.

NATO'’s Defense Planning Committee established the NATO Airborne Early Warning Force (NAEWF) in January
1980 and granted full NATO command headquarters status on 17 October 1980. NATO AEW Force Command is
collocated with Supreme Headquarters Allied Powers Europe (SHAPE) in Mons, Belgium. While NATO AEW
supports the two major NATO commands, Allied Command Atlantic and Allied Command Europe, SHAPE
exercices administrative control over the force.

Today, NAEWF consists of two operationnal elements:

First, is the NATO E-3A Component at Geilenkirchen, Germany, operating 17 Boeing NAO E-3A aircraft.
Integrated international crews from 12 nations (Belgium, Canada, Denmark, Germany, Greece, ltaly, The
Netherlands, Norway, Portugal, Spain, Turkey and The United States) man the NATO E3-E squadrons.

The E-3As have been operating from the main operating base (MOB) at Geilenkirchen, since February 1982.
Forward operating bases (FOBs) are located at Trapani, Italy; Aktion, Greece; and Konya, Turkey. There is also a
Forward operating location (FOL) at Orland, Norway.

Secondly, the airborne Early Warning Squadron Number 8 of the British Royal Air Force (RAF) at Waddington
(United Kingdom), with seven Boeing E-3D aircraft. The E-3D Component, is manned only by RAF personnel and
its Main Operating Base is RAF Waddington in Lincolnshire, U.K.



313 SON
NETHERLANDS

313 Squadron was officially formed in 1953. However for a squadron with such a long history there is little to tell,
for the Sgn was mostly an Operational Conversion Unit (OCU). They started of flying Lockheed T-33's on
VOLKEL AB the planes used where on lone from the United States and where (unofficially) named JVS Il. They
where formed to give an operational training to Dutch Pilots who returned from a training in the United States. In
1958 the Sgn moved to Woensdrecht. Here the two Training Sqn's joined to form the JVO and on 1 January 1959,
313 Squadron was disbanded. The Sqn Reformed in October 1972 at Twente AB, again as an OCU Sqn but now
on the NF-5A Freedom Fighter. For the next years 313 Sgn was the only Training squadron in the RNAF.
September 1986 was the year where 316 Sqgn took over the Training Role, and 313 Sgn became for the first time
in there Career a fully operational Squadron on the Northrop NF-5A.

The Operational status came to an end in 1988 with the arrival of the F-16 Fighting Falcon By April 1990, 313
Became Operational again as an offensive and defensive Sqn. October 1990 was the month 313 changed there
Sqgn badge in to a Tiger and became a member of Nato's Tiger Association. From 1 April 1994 313 regained there
training role as a Tactical Qualification Training (TQT).

By the end of 2002 the squadron regained it's NATO operationel.During 2004 the squadrons future looked quite
dreary, when the decision was made to close 313 squadrons home-base Twente and disband it's 2 resident
squadrons. Hope grew again when the decision was made to create a new squadron at Volkel AB. and only 2
day's after the disbandment of 313 squadron at Twente it was raised from its aches at Volkel.

142 SON
SPAIN

The history of the 142™ Squadron started on April 1980, when “the Ejército del Aire” received the Mirage F-1C
and was station at Los Lanos, Albacete.

They share with the 141 Squadron the Air Space Defence, Air-to-Ground being their secondary mission.

During it's short live the Squadron pilots have flown about 60.000 hours.

The Squadron patch is a pre history Tiger, known for its aggressiveness, agility and capability of attacking jarger
animals.

The 142 Squadron is a member of the Tiger community since 1986, when they participated for the first time in
Cambrai.



152 SON
SPAIN

The predecessor to the 15" SPAF Wing as a Combat Unit and creator of the emblem of the tiger was the 2"
Fighter Wing, created on September 1956 flying F-86F “Sabre”.

The 15" Wing was created the 16™ of December 1985, and the first four EF-18 aircraft arrived the 10" of July
1986, after direct flight from the United States of America.

Since that moment, a great effort was necessary from all flying and maintenance personnel to integrate this
modern combat airplane into Spanish Air-Defense System.

Nowdays the Wing is formed by three Squadrons:

The 151 Squadron (call-sign TORO), created in September of 1987.

The 152 Squadron (call-sign MARTE), created in June of 1989. His patch and emblem are a good sample of its
spirit. MARS VIGILA (squadron’s callsign) is watching all day and night long.

And lastly, the 153 Squadron (call-sign EBRO), created in November of 1995, Operational Conversion Unit for the
EF-18.

Starting July 1986 and throughout these thirteen years, the Unit has participated in many activities and exercises,
national and international, together with Air Force Units belonging to NATO-member countries.

The 15" Wing has shared with the Spanish 12" Wing the honour to perform the largest and longest deployment
of the Spanish Air Force abroad so far. During the Icaro Deployment (1994-1999), SPAF was part of the
international operations following the conflict of the former Yugoslavian Republic.

On the other hand, among numerous national and international air exercises, the 15" Wing has taken part in the
most important ones, such as several NOMAD or Green / Red Flags or Battle Griffin.

Since 2006 15" Wing is participating at “NATO Tiger Meets”.

There is a wide variety of missions currently assigned to the 15" Wing. They all belong to both Air to Air and Air to
Ground roles, not to mention Suppression of Enemy Air Defence missions, also known as SEAD. To accomplish
those mission types a long list of armament is assigned to the squadron:

As an Air to Air fighter squadron, the EF-18 can carry active-guided AIM-120 AMRAAM missiles, semi-
active-guided AIM-7 Sparrow missiles, and infrared-guided AIM-9 Sidewinder missiles. In addition to these, the
aircraft carries a 20mm gun with a rate of 6000 rounds per minute.

As an Air to Ground strike squadron, the jet is capable of employing last generation of laser guided
bombs, from both Paveway-Il and Paveway-lll concepts. The designator is the outstanding Litening-Il targeting
pod, which displays an excellent performance. Besides, the squadron is assigned to employ the Maverick
missile, apart from general purpose armament and the gun. At this moment we are in a process of integration of
missile Taurus.

As a SEAD squadron, the 15" Wing employs the HARM anti-radiation missile.

The 15th Wing is night capable, and its pilots optimise night flying operations with Night Vision Goggles
(NVG).

15" SPAF Wing aircraft capabilities are currently being significantly enhanced by a Mid-Life Upgrade (MLU).
Upgraded jets are going to give us the possibility to operate with the finest state-of-the-art technology, which
includes several modifications such as a digital colour map display, a fully integrated GPS, an all-mode IFF
interrogator and data link integration through MIDS system.

With all these changes, the 15" Wing displays the attitude to accept further challenges and the determination to
keep on being on top of Spain’s National Air Defence, of the Spanish Air Force and of the NATO Alliance.



STAFFEL 11
SWISS

The History of Fliegerstaffel 11 starts in the dark years of World War 2, when the Swiss Government decided to
create an additional Wing in order to strengthen the air defence capabilities. Three squadrons were formed, one
of them being the Staffel 11, equipped with Morane D-3801. After the World War 1l, the Staffel remained
operational and soon , in 1949 the dawn of the jet age arrived in the form of the DH Vampire. In 1952 the Staffel
11 was reorganised and given the designation Fliegerstaffel 11. With the introduction of the Hawker Hunter in
1958, the Squadron role was extended to Air-to-Ground missions. Having now flown the F-5E since 1979n the
unit's main role is to provide air superiority at low and medium altitudes, while interception remains its secondary
function. Being a part of the Swiss Surveillance Wing, the 11 Squadron is one of the few professional Squadrons
of the Swiss Air Force and operates in peacetime from Dubendorf Flugplatz. Since 1999 the Squadron transferred
to the F-18 Hornet.

During the NATO Tiger Meet 2004 at Shleswig-Jagel Fliegerstaffel 11 was awarded full membership of the NATO
Tiger Association. Something that was Not that evident, since Switserland is not a member of the NATO alliance.

The RnoAF has been a member of NATO Tiger Association since 1967, represented by 336 Squadron. In 2000
336 Squadron was closed down due to the phasing out the F-5. To continue the Norwegian Tiger tradition, the
338 Squadron applied for membership in NATO Tiger Association in 2000. In 2001 they were invited as visitors to
Tiger Meet 2001 to become a probationary member.

230 Sqgn Formed on 20 August 1918, making it one of the oldest in the Royal Air Force when it was formed with
Felixstowe with the Felixstowe F2A Flying Boats. Five years later it is 1923, the Sgn was disbanded due to
cutbacks for 11 years. In December 1934 the Sqn re-formed at Pembroke Dock wit the Short Singapore lll's. 3
years later the sqn began a long association with the far-east in 1937 when it was located at Seltar, Singapore,
where a year later the relieved the Short Sunderland flying boat. It was here the Sqn found its emblem, on a bottle
of "Tiger"-bear, which is well know in the far-east.

The squadron was engaged with many missions not in the least the Berlin Airlift. The Squadron was disbanded
again in 1957, being the last sqn equipped with the flying boats in the Royal Air Force

One year later in 1958 the Sgn reformed at Dishforth, where it began a long association with the Army Air Corps
flying the Scottish Aviation Pioneer CC1. In 1962 the squadron was equipped with a rotary wing aircraft, The
Whirlwind HC 10, at witch time they re-deployed to Gutterloh, Germany. The second helicopter they where
equipped with is the Westland Puma HC.1 in 1971. However this did not last long, the same year the Sgn was
disbanded again. In 1972 the Sqgn re-formed at Odiham with new Pumas. From here out they flew in support of
the army in Northern Ireland, Cyprus and Germany.

When they joined the NATO Tiger Association in 1977 the where for many years the sole Representative of the
RAF. In 1980 the Sgn Moved to RAF Guttersloh, Germany where in 1982 it hosted it's first Tiger meet.
The Squadron made it's final relocation in 1992 to Northern Ireland, where it still supports the security forces and
the peace Process today.

814 Naval Air Squadron (NAS) was first formed in December 1938 as a Torpedo Reconnaissance Squadron
equipped with 6 Swordfish aircraft. In January 1939, 814 NAS embarked in HMS Ark Royal transferring to HMS
Hermes at the outbreak of war. HMS Hermes sailed for West Africa where, together with French ships, they were
to search for the German battleship Graf Spee. In December 1940 HMS Hermes sailed for the Indian Ocean for
convoy protection duties.

In April 1942, shortly after 814 had disembarked, HMS Hermes was sunk by Japanese aircraft off Ceylon. The
Squadron disbanded for 18 months to be reformed in July 1944 with Barracudas and embarked in HMS
Venerable for Far East patrols. In the post war years the Squadron was successfully equipped with anti-
submarine (ASW) variants of the Firefly, Avenger and Gannet. In 1951, 814 received the Boyd trophy for its high
standard of operational efficiency with the Firefly onboard HMS Vengeance. 1960 saw the Squadron equipped
with its first helicopter, the Whirlwind, to be later replaced with the Wessex Mk.1. In August 1967 the Wessex
Mk.3 was introduced providing 814 with its first radar equipped ASW helicopter. During this period time was spent
embarked in HMS Hermes and HMS Victorious patrolling east of Suez. In 1968 814 was awarded the Boyd trophy
for the second time. July 1970 saw the Squadron again disbanded to be reformed with 4 Mk.1 ASW Sea Kings in
March 1973 at HMS Gannet. Tours with HMS Bulwark and HMS Hermes followed during which time 814 assisted
with the evacuation of Cyprus. In 1974 the Squadron was awarded the Australia Shield for its high standard of
operational readiness. The Mk.2 ASW Sea King was introduced in 1977 and 814 became the first Royal Navy
squadron to be fitted with passive sonar equipment.

On 9 April 1976 the Squadron arrived at its present home, RNAS Culdrose in Cornwall. Here, once established, it
conducted extensive passive sonar training and by the end of the year the Squadron numbers had increased to
nine aircraft. At the time of the Falklands conflict 814 was being equipped with the Mk.5 ASW Sea King fitted with
ESM and ECM equipment. In August 1982 the Squadron embarked in the newly commissioned HMS Illustrious
for South Atlantic patrols. Further improvements to the sonics capability and an extensive communications update
followed with the introduction of the Mk.6 ASW Sea King in October 1990. The Sea King HAS 6 saw duty with 814
onboard HMS Invincible during the Gulf, Bosnia and Kosovo conflicts until December 2000 when 814 again
disbanded.

814 NAS reformed on 1 March 2001 equipped with the Mk.1 Merlin. This highly effective, multi-role platform is the
very latest in ASW technology and is the most comprehensively equipped ASW helicopter in the World today.
With the Merlin, 814 Naval Air Squadron will remain at the forefront of ASW operations well into the twenty-first
century.
